1. [bookmark: _GoBack]The “bottom line” for 2015, a positive $10,759.33, compares to a negative amount of about $5,500 for calendar year 2014.  Some of the significant factors in this turnaround: (a) we increased the entry fees at sectionals to $10, from $9; (b) improved tournament attendance, including a successful turnout in Kent; (c) we did not repeat the 2014 grants for education totaling $1,500; and (d) a savings of $550 by eliminating duplicative insurance coverage.
2. Damage deposits for our tournaments in Kent, and the refunds of those deposits, have not been factored into this statement.  If and when there are charges against our damage deposits, they will be included as expenses of the related tournament.
3. To the best of my knowledge, this report reflects all income received, and all invoices and claims for reimbursement, submitted to date.
