1. [bookmark: _GoBack]Our February 2016 tournament at Vasa Park netted a positive $703.15, compared to a negative $146.60 in 2015.  The major change was an increase in entry fees to $10 from $9.  Our financial results for tournaments at Vasa reflect that we pay higher rent there than at any of our other venues. 
2. A major item in our financial statement for the year to date is our investment of almost $1,000 in new playing cards which will function in the dealing machines.  Hopefully these new cards will last us for a number of years. 
3. Damage deposits for our tournaments in Kent, and the refunds of those deposits, have not been factored into this statement.  If and when there are charges against our damage deposits, they will be included as expenses of the related tournament.
4. To the best of my knowledge, this report reflects all income received, and all invoices and claims for reimbursement, submitted to date.
5. I would be pleased to respond to any questions from any board member about this report, or other financial matters.  If you provide me your questions well before the board meeting, I will be able to review my records and respond before or at the meeting.
