The $1000.00 from the Unit will go to two specific things:

· Help to offset the cost of the bus that will be hired to transport the kids playing at the Friday sectional from MI to the event at Forest Ridge.

· Help to defray post-camp plans:  supplying cards, bidding boxes, boards, possible rent and periodic communications with the campers. (David Dailey and I are working on some ideas)
