Treasurer’s Notes:
1. [bookmark: _GoBack] Our bottom line surplus for 2016, $ 4,362.80, compares to a surplus of $10,759.33 in 2015; and a deficit of about $5,500 in 2014.  The change from 2015 to 2016 is due to the following principal factors: (a) our surplus realized from competitions in 2015 was $9,022 in 2015, but was down to $5,026 in 2016;  (b) in 2015 we did not contribute to SeattleNextGenBridge or to Bridge4Youth; in 2016 we contributed $1,250; and (c) we spent about $1,000 on new playing cards in 2016.  
2. Our surplus for the year 2016 is overstated by $500 because the damage deposit we placed with Kent Parks in 2014 was refunded in 2016.  That deposit related to the 2014 sectional, was “rolled over” to cover our sectionals in 2015 and 2016, and then refunded in late 2016.  Assuming we hold a sectional in Kent in 2017, we will presumably be required to make a new damage deposit.
3. To the best of my knowledge, this report reflects all income received, and all invoices and claims for reimbursement, submitted to date.
4. I would be pleased to respond to any questions from any board member about this report, or other financial matters.   If I receive those questions several days before the next board meeting, I can respond ahead of time, and/or bring relevant records and information to the meeting.
