0-200 Pairs and Swiss: 0-50, 50-100, 100-200
0-750 Pairs: 0-200, 200-500, 500-750
0-2500 Pairs: 0-750, 750-1250, 1250-2500
Open Pairs and Swiss: 0-1250, 1250-3000, 3000+
Open BAM Teams: 0-2500, 2500-4500, 4500+

• Stratification is based on the average MPs of the pair/team.  
No player may exceed the upper limit of limited events. You 
may enter a higher stratification or bracket than your MP 
level; this must be declared when your entry is purchased.

• Midchart conventions are not permitted in limited events
• Events are held based on attendance (director’s discretion).
